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How to achieve your target level.
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In every piece of work you must:

1. Make sure that handwriting and diagrams are as neat as possible.

2. Use CAPITAL letters for place names. E.g. Lichfield, USA.

3. Try to use correct geographical words and spell them correctly.

4. Always write in full sentences – use connectives. 

5.  Try and write about different places that you know about – local and the rest of the world 

6. Firstly make sure your writing is as descriptive as you can make it. Use plenty of adjectives and write about the natural (physical) and human parts of the area / environment / country etc. 

7. Then, give as many reasons as you can for what you describe. Use words such as because, so, therefore, as a result of this…….

8.  Then, elaborate on your reasons – use more connectives and use the word because, as a result of this, consequently, therefore etc!!!

If you do all of this you will achieve at level:
