AO1: knowledge and understanding 

AO2: identification, analysis, interpretation and evaluation.

Knowledge: what do you know? What have you learnt?

Understanding: How much do you understand the ideas you have learnt?

Evaluation: Can you assess what you have learnt?

Analysis: Can you pull the ideas apart? Can you question them?

Interpretation: Can you take what you have learnt and apply it in different ways to different ideas and questions set?

Identification: Can you think about what questions mean, and respond accordingly. 

Your essay will be marked twice out of twenty to give you a total out of 40.

They mark you in ‘bands’ of grade descriptors which say what the quality of your answer was.

AO1:
0=    no evidence of the particular skill in the question.

1-5= limited skills, too much commonsense and not enough sociology, too much description.

6-10= limited skills, some basic relevance, lack of depth and of examples, too few points explored.

11-15= reasonably good levels of depth, detail and knowledge shown, largely relevant, some good use of key terms and most aspects of the questions explored.

16-20= a wide answer, clear and detailed, lots of ideas discussed ina relevant fashion, few if any mistakes. 

AO2:

0= no evidence of the particular skill in question

1-5= limited skills, too much common sense and not enough sociology.

6-10= limited skills, basic evaluation, but largely simple juxtaposition, does not flow through answer.

11-15= broad skills, balance and quite sensitive, good conclusion

16-20= detailed answer, the title is addressed throughout, strong conclusion, sophisticated evaluation.
